DROP ZONE - FAQs

What sort of programme is Drop Zone?

Drop Zone is a travel / adventure series for BBC 1.  Each hour-long programme will see teams of three people arrive in six different countries across the world. Once there they will face a series of tasks within a 48 hour period which will eventually lead to their escape from the Drop Zone and on to the next one. The last team in is eliminated.
What sort of participants are you looking for?

We’re not looking for one type of person, but people who bring different skills and backgrounds.  We want each team to have a common interest and close relationships either because you work together, share a hobby or sport or are members of the same family. As a group you will need a sense of adventure, a strong desire to see new places and an enjoyment of challenges - sometimes in quite testing conditions!    

What countries will I be visiting?

You’ll visit places all over the world with different climates.  We won’t confirm the exact locations until nearer the filming time, but those teams who stay in the competition until end will visit countries across Europe and South East Asia.  

What sort of challenges will we face?

Over the six programmes you’ll compete against the other teams in a very wide range of activities that will test different skills. You will have several challenges at each location, competing for food, accommodation as well as the directions needed for the next stage of your journey. The only thing the tasks will have in common is that they’ll be related to the traditions and customs of the country you’ve landed in.

Am I going to get injured?  

The BBC carries out very careful risk assessments to minimize the chances of injury. Some events may carry a risk of injury. However we try to guard carefully against anything serious. Although some events will test your resourcefulness and initiative rather than physical capabilities, we would expect selected applicants to be reasonably fit and active. We will always travel with an appropriate level of medical support.  Remember that in some areas you might also get ill from local food, the elements or perhaps suffer insect bites.  

How long will I be away?

The six episodes will take place across two filming ‘blocks’. The first block will be a 3 week period from approximately June 22nd 2009. In this time we will shoot 4 of the episodes. The second block away will be from July 20th for a fortnight during which we will film the final 2 episodes.  Each ‘Drop Zone’ experience will last 48 hours. We’ll try to let you know dates in good time, but these sometimes change so you do have to be available to travel at short notice. 

Would I get paid?

As a contributor, you will be asked to sign a contract agreeing to participate in all the programmes and also to be available for publicity interviews.  All expenses (flights, food, accommodation, equipment) for the trips will be covered. Participation should be regarded as an opportunity of a lifetime rather than a way to earn money! 
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
